Moved by Faldet and seconded by 
Kelsay to approve the Cost Alloca-
tion Plan prepared by Cost Advisory 
Services.  Motion carried unani-
mously.
The Board discussed the Strategic 
Plan process; the majority consen-
sus was to have the Board vote on 
the initial prioritization of the goals, 
with further input from the Depart-
ment Heads after the report is re-
ceived from UERPC.

Moved by Kelsay and seconded by 
Faldet to adjourn to 9:30am Mon-
day, March 16, 2026, with a meeting 
at 9:30 on the 10th to canvass the 
March 3rd Special Election.  Motion 
carried unanimously.
